“JOY” is 
my fourth quiltlet trio and it fits our  4” x 9” frames (just like our other 
trios: “Ramblin’ Rose”, “Twizzlers”, and “Holly Glow”).   It’s quick to 
machine or hand appliqué and has a tiny bit of “bordado” which makes 
the ornament hook.

Write your name, address and date on a label, 
sew it to the backing, and you’ll remember the details in years to come.  It’s also fun to name your quilt, write 
your inspiration for the design, and for whom it was made.  Instead of sewing the label on after everything is 
done, try sewing the label on before it is quilted.  That way your quilting will secure the label as well.
