Quiltrick #11  
In honor of our new pattern, “Little Genie”, try using your walking foot to put in a zipper.  It moves all the 
layers at the same speed and doesn’t smash the fabric like a zipper foot.  You can move your needle to the 
right so the zipper coil runs through the center of the foot and just sew a straight seam.  So easy and fast!
