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Quiltrick #17:  My sister has started many of the holiday traditions in our family.  One is making gingerbread 
people for every member of the family with our names on them (over 40 cookies).  Here is her recipe (I hope 
you don’t mind, Barbara!)  Note:  Trust me, you’ll like this better than our tradition of Lutefisk! 
 

1 Cup butter   4 tsp. orange peel 1 tsp ground ginger  ½ tsp cloves 
1-1/2 cups sugar  2 tbl. Molasses  2 tsp. cinnamon 2 tsp soda 
1 egg    3 cups flour  ½ tsp salt  
 

Cream butter and sugar.  Add egg and beat til fluffy.  Mix in orange peel and molasses.  Combine flour, 
cinnamon, ginger, salt, cloves and soda.  Add to creamed mixture and blend well.  Chill dough.  Roll out to ¼” 
thick.  Cut into shapes and place on an ungreased cookie sheet.  Bake at 375 degrees for 8-10 minutes. 
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
