Quiltrick #19:   
I just finished piecing nine-patch blocks for a new quilt.  I like to strip piece, but sometimes when you 
sew a strip the entire width of the fabric the seam doesn’t stay straight.  Try cutting the strip in half, 
and then strip piece.  It will be much more accurate and there will still be very little waste.
