 How fast summer came to an end!  I was able to visit the beach for 
a day and also visited Niagara Falls, but it’s now time to get back to 
work.  I did finish a long overdue UFO (unfinished object) from my 
sewing room and thought I would share how I put a flange in next to 
the binding to give it a little pop of color.   
   First cut four pieces of the flange color ¾” wide and the 2 lengths 
and 2 widths of the quilt.  Carefully iron the strips in half lengthwise 
and with a 1/8” seam, sew them onto the trimmed edges of the quilt 
matching raw edges.  I usually sew the sides on first, then the top and 
bottom.  Then sew on your binding on top of the flange using an 
accurate ¼” seam.  Press your binding so you can see the flange.  
About 1/8” should show between the binding and the quilt.  Turn your 
binding to the back of the quilt and stitch down.  Voila, a flanged 
binding.
